Scope of the Contest
Contestants will be given computer-programming problems consisting of background information and program specifications with accompanying reference material and description of program output requirements.

Contestants will develop an appropriate (successfully executable) computer program from design notes and instructions.

The programming document requirements may include, but are not limited to the following:

· Program module hierarchy diagram

· Structured flow chart for each module in the program

· Each program module coded in Pseudo-English.
